“Ye shall make you no idols nor
graven image, neither rear you up a
standing image, neither shall ye set
up any image of stone in your land,
to bow down unto it: for | am the
LORD your God.” - Leviticus 26:1

up or bowing down before any image
(statue) is idolatry.

“Lest ye corrupt yourselves, and
make you a graven image, the
similitude of any figure, the likeness
of male or female,” - Deut 4:16

Don't let family traditions come
before obedience to God. King Asa is
an example of a godly king in the
Bible who removed the idols that
were passed down in his family.
